he Weatherization Assistance Program (WAP) is a partnership between the Prince George’s
County Department of Housing and Community Development (DHCD) and the Maryland
State DHCD/Single Family Special Loan Program. The WAP helps eligible low income
households with the installation of energy conservation measures that increase energy effi-
ciency by focusing on the problems of heat loss and air infiltration. These measures reduce energy con-
sumption and the cost of maintenance for weatherized homes. In addition to the material improvements,
energy conservation education is provided to participants.
The Prince George’s County Department of Housing and Community Development (DHCD) is offer-
ing free weatherization assistance to eligible low income households in Prince George’s County. Free

Public Safety Tips

ow that the cold weather is upon us the
following ideas will help keep you and

your vehicle ready for those cold icy and

foggy mornings.

Keep your headlights clear with car wax. Just
wipe ordinary car wax on your headlights. It con-
tains special water repellents that will prevent that
messy mixture from accumulating on your lights.
Lasts up to six weeks.

Squeak-proof your wipers with rubbing alcohol.
Wipe the wipers with a cloth saturated with rubbing
alcohol or ammonia. This one trick can make badly
streaking and squeaking wipers change to near per-
fect silence and clarity.

Ice-proof your windows with vinegar. Frost on its

way? Just fill a spray bottle with three parts vinegar

to one part water and spritz it on all your windows at
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night. In the morning, they'll be clear of icy mess.
Vinegar contains acetic acid, which raises the
melting point of water and prevents water from
freezing.

Prevent car doors from freezing shut with
cooking spray. Spritz cooking oil on the rubber
seals around car doors and rub it in with a paper
towel or micro fiber towel. The cooking spray
prevents water from melting into the rubber.

_Fog-proof your windshield with shaving
cream! Spray some shaving cream on the inside
of your windshield and wipe it off with paper
towels. Shaving cream has many of the same in-
gredients found in commercial defoggers.

De-ice your lock in seconds with hand sani-
tizer. Just put some hand sanitizer gel on the key,
work the key in the lock and the problem is
solved.

installation of energy conservation measures to reduce heat

loss and air infiltration will be made to households that meet

minimum income requirements and who are elderly, disabled
or have a family with children less than 5 years of age. The
program is provided through a grant from the US Department
of Energy. The County can provide up to $6,500 per home in
energy efficiency measures.

Some of the energy efficiency measures include: insula-
tion of attics, floors, walls, basements and crawl spaces;
caulking/air sealing around windows, doors and crawl spaces;
wrapping hot water heaters and pipes; making hot water sys-
tem improvements; and addressing health and safety items.
The weatherization staff provides energy conservation educa-
tion to homeowners that participate in the program.

In addition to getting up to $6,500 in weatherization for
their home, if any of their appliances are over 10 years old,
PEPCO will replace them FREE of charge. Potential appli-
cants can go to the County website to determine if they are
income eligible.

Since the program’s inception, the Prince George’s County
Department of Housing and Community Development has
weatherized 283 county homes, spending an average cost of
$5,447 per home. By participating in this weatherization pro-
gram, county residents can reduce their utility bills by an av-
erage of 30 to 35%, reduce their energy consumption and re-
duce their cost of home maintenance. The weatherization pro-
gram is not a home repair program and all homes must be
structurally sound before any energy conservation measures
can be installed. The County gives special priority to elderly
homeowners and families whose income is no more than 60%
of the state median income or less.

To qualify, a household must:
¢ Meet minimum income requirements of 200 % of Poverty

and no more than 60 % of State Median Income; *Lower

income scale given priority.

e Prove ownership of the home;

e Be elderly (60+), disabled, or a family with children under
5 years of age and/or have high/excessive energy con-
sumption; (Preference given to elderly homeowners); and

e Not have received services through WAP since 1999.
